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Pool Water Temperature Sensor

The dehumidifier normally requires constant waterflow through (to ensure proper automatic
control over pool heating feature); however, if requested, it could be equipped with means
to control auxiliary pump. This set up would also require a pool water temperature sensor to
be installed in the external pool water manifold/piping.

By default, full pool water flow should be established to the dehumidifier and remain present
24/7. However, should an auxiliary pump be used and flow to the dehumidifier be desired
only when utilizing compressor circuit pool heating, the Smart Pump feature may be utilized.

To utilize the Smart Pump feature, a pool water temperature sensor must be installed within a
temperature sensor well in the primary pool water piping and wired to the dehumidifier. The
auxiliary pump enable circuit must also be wired to the dehumidifier. When used, the
dehumidifier will enable the auxiliary loop pump supplying pool water flow to the
dehumidifier only when the unit is operating in pool water heating mode.
